WHITE TEAS
JINGMAI WHITE (Southern Yunnan, China. Tao of Tea.) ES

Teas from Jing Mai are known for their distinct flavor: lightly fruity, mildly sweet,
honey texture and a smooth flavor. 100% Organic.

STRAWBERRY BLOSSOM (Massachusetts. Tea Guys.)
A beautiful blend of white tea, green tea, ginger, and strawberries create a cup full
of beneficial anti-oxidants and an uplifting strawberry taste with a spicy kick.

TROPICAL PEONY (New York City. Tavalon.)
A fun, flavorful Pai Mu Tan white tea with the tropical overtones of pineapple &
coconut.

WHITE PEONY (Fuding County, Fujian Province, China. Tao of Tea.)

Classic style White Peony is made in April, when the young bud and leaf are most
flavorful. Tts delicate, herbaceous, autumnal aroma balances a very smooth, sweet,
nutty flavor. 100% Organic.

GREEN TEAS
BUDDING FLOWER (Fujian. Red and Green.)

From Fujian, the home of the best Chinese scented tea, this blossoming tea is
scented with magnolia, then wrapped with Globe Amaranth, Chrysanthemum, and
early season picked green tea.

DRAGON'’S WELL (Hangzhou, China. Tao of Tea.)

Grown near the famed West Lake in Hangzhou, Dragon’s Well has been honored
since the Tang Dynasty. This green tea has a rich, toasty aroma reminiscent of
roasted chestnuts and a smooth, vegetal, earthy flavor.

FIJI (New York City. SerendipiTea.)
This deep, lush green tea is combined with wild pineapple and papaya to create a
well-balanced, fruity green tea.

GENMAIMATCHA (Japan. Ito-En.)

Matcha, Japan’s legendary powdered tea, contributes a note of rich intensity to the
revered genmaicha recipe of green tea and roasted rice. Its vibrant green color, once
brewed, is matched by its pronounced flavor.

HONYAMA SENCHA (Shizuoka Prefecture, Japan. Iro-En.)
Gently fired during its drying process, this tea offers a subtle sweetness. Its flavor
signature is generous and soft, with a compelling wildflower aftertaste.

JADE BAMBOO (Hunan Province, China. Tao of Tea.)

Also known as Maojian, these leaves are made in early spring with the true artisan
skill of pan-roasting the leaves. Its sweet, smooth, vegetal taste combines with an
aroma of young bamboo. 100% Organic.

KAISEKI HOJICHA (Japan. Ito-En.)

Delicate twigs from the first flush are lightly roasted and have a deep, sweet,
well-rounded flavor. "Kai" means "gathering", making this the perfect tea for
dining.

KIRI NO NE MATCHA (Japan. I10-En.) %
A crisply defined taste — impressively direct and invigorating. This fine matcha
finishes its flavor cycle with a measure of astringency.

LINCANG MAOFENG (Lincang, Yunnan, China. Tao of Tea.)

After plucking, these leaves are gently withered to reduce moisture and then
pan-fired using a large wok. Its rich, nutty, vegetal flavor and aroma stays smooth,
even with long steepings. 100% Organic.

OKIMIDORI SENCHA (Kumamoto Prefecture, Japan. Ito-En.) %k
Okumidori is prized for its handcrafted rolled leaves, and the appealing balance of
its young apple blossom bouquet and fresh vegetal afterglow.

ROSE BALL (Fujian. Red and Green) sk

The early tea leaves are plucked from tender short branches and hand rolled into
the shape of pearls. These are then aged with rose petals, which are replenished four
to five times in order to achieve its fragrant aroma.

SHISO SENCHA (Japan. It0-En.)
Red leaf Shiso, a classic and refreshingly tart Japanese herb, adds a surprising twist
to a top-tier Sencha green tea.

TEA FOREST GREEN (Jing Mai Mt., Yunnan, China. Tao of Tea.)

In the Jing Mai mountain area in Southern Yunnan, there remain old growth tea
plants that have matured into fifty feet high tea trees. These treasured leaves have a
sweet, honey texture with an aftertaste similar to licorice. 100% Organic.

YUZU SENCHA (Japan. 110-En.)
Yuzu, a Japanese citrus similar to a Meyer lemon, adds a piquant tartness to a
flavorful Japanese Sencha green tea.

PU-ERH TEAS
TUO-CHA / BLACK (Yunnan Province, China. Tao of Tea.)

This pressed Tuocha has a characteristic full-bodied, earthy flavor. It can endure
long steeping times without gaining any astringency. 100% Organic.

TUO-CHA / GREEN (Southern Yunnan, China. Tao of Tea.)
A slightly smoky, brisk, vegetal, sweet green tea from Yunnan pressed into a small
bowl. 100% Organic.

BLACK TEAS
BUCCANEER (india. SerendipiTea.)

This black tea with toasted coconut and cocoa nibs is blended with rooibos and
vanilla for a tropical taste. 100% Organic.

CHA CHA CHAI (Assam, India. SerendipiTea.)

Rich, warming, and generous, this tea was designed to compliment milk but is
good enough to stand alone. This Chai Masala also includes a blend of cinnamon,
cloves, cardamom, ginger, and pepper.

DARJEELING 2ND FLUSH (Makaibari Estate. SerendipiTea.) %k

Grown high in the foothills of the Himalayas on the famous Bio-dynamic
Makaibari estate, this tea has a nutty note, pronounced greenness, and strong yet
delicate character.

EARL GREY (Sri Lanka. SerendipiTea.)
A traditional and premium black tea from Sri Lanka, flavored with oil of bergamot,
a citrus fruit. 100% Organic.

GRAND QIMEN (Qimen County, Anbui Province, China. Tao of Tea.)

Also known as Keemun, this tea has been widely used in "English Breakfast"
blends. Made from small tip leaves, Qimen has a full bodied, sweet flavor. It can be
enjoyed with milk or soy. 100% Organic.

LYCHEE TEA (China. Red and Green.)
These tea leaves are infused with the succulent juice of exotic lychee fruit to
produce delicate woody overtones with a hint of sweet lychee flavor.

MALTY ASSAM (Upper Assam, Northeast India. Tao of Tea.)
This black tea from Assam, home to some of the best teas in India, balances a rich,
malty brew with a slight caramel sweetness.

NYC BREAKFAST (New York Ciry. Tavalon.)
A hearty blend of the world's best black teas from India, Sri Lanka and Indonesia
created for New York City tea lovers.

PURITY (New York City. Tavalon.)
A detoxifying blend of premium Ceylon black tea with peppermint leaves and
ginger root.

PEAR GINGER (India. Tao of Tea.)

An unusual and delicious combination of a full-bodied, smooth black tea with
refreshing pear essence, dried ginger and marigold petals. The sweetness of the pear
plays off the slight tartness of the ginger.

SOUTHHAMPTON (Ceylon, Sri Lanka. Ito-En.)

Its distinctive character evokes summer in
the Hamptons.

OOLONG TEAS
BAMBOO MOUNTAIN (Zbhu Shan, Taiwan. Tao of Tea.) %

This classic Taiwan green oolong is lighter bodied than the longer roasted oolongs,
but with an equally long finish and multi-layered character.

DONG DING (Lugu, Nantou County, Taiwan. Ito-En.) sk

The mountainous Dong Ding region near Taipei is celebrated for its lovely green
oolong. Dong Ding can be made very strong, yet it consistently rewards with a
mellow smoothness. The aroma suggests lilacs, first thing in the morning.

GODDESS OF MERCY (Tao Yuan County, Hunan, China. Tao of Tea.)

Grown at an altitude of 1000 meters in the Tao Yuan county of central Hunan, its
rich, woody aroma is a perfect prelude to its full bodied taste and texture. 100%
Organic.

GOLDEN OOLONG (China. Ito-En.)
A signature blend of Tie Guan Yin and Huang Jin Guei oolongs. The medium-
fired leaves exude a light toasty sweetness.

TISANE TEAS
AFTER DARK (New York Ciry. Tavalon.)

A sweet and sour, caffeine and sugar-free blend of Chamomile, Blood Orange,
Cranberry, Apple, Cherry and Hibiscus flowers.

CHAMOMILE & LAVENDER (Egypr & France. SerendipiTea.)
Whole Egyptian chamomile flowers and French lavender create a soothing and
fragrant flavor with hints of apples & honey.

ONCE UPON A TEA (South Africa. SerendipiTea.)
